Barney’s The Cremaster Cycle consists of five films that focus on the genesis of creation and have as their conceptual origin the male cremaster muscle, which controls testicular contractions in response to external stimuli.  Barney began working on the cycle in 1994, completing Cremaster 4 first, followed by Cremaster 1 (1995), Cremaster 5 (1997), Cremaster 2 (1999) and Cremaster 3 (2002), in a meteoric career that has led him to be considered by some critics as the best artist of his generation.

In the late 20th and early 21st centuries, developments in video, cinema and digital media sparked off the dawn of a positive period for the moving image in Paraguay. Based on an approach that was presumable critical of stereotypes and conventions, artists used these new meda to interpret the fragile existential process that this Latin American country is experiencing, drawing attention to social, political and environmental issues. 

This videoart selection cosists of works that are no more than 5 years old, and have been grouped under the name Ahechá, which literally means "I see" in Guarani, Paraguay's official language together with Spanish. The title is a reference to the latin word "video”, which is basically the thoughtful and conscious seeing of images by an "I", espressed as a first person singular verb.

ACTOP presents two works: Golden Shield and Rise
Actop is a studio created in 2002 and based in London and Barcelona. It operates as an open structure that works with a wide range of media: motion graphics, animation, graphic design, live visuals and new approaches to the moving image. Actop works on its own projects and collaborates with other people and collectives (musicians, advertising agencies, artists...)

Golden Shield is part of Undercurrent, an exhibition curated by D-Fuse. The project uses video, photographic, and audio material compiled by D-Fuse in cities in China and the UK. This material has been re-interpreted by various artists responding to themes such as urban architecture, socio-economic change and our relationship to our surroundings. 

Golden Shield takes its name from the Golden Shield Project, which criticizes the Republic of China's Ministry of Public Safety. Much of the project includes the option to block content, preventing access to specific IP addresses, and consists of firewalls and proxy services at Internet entry ports. 

Rise is an experimental work that explores the idea of alternative, modified life forms. Life forms that relate to their surroundings in unfathomable ways. Like the "symmetriads" and "asymmetriads" in Stanislaw Lem's novel Solaris, Rise seems to be attempting to communicate through synchronous movements before perhaps, who knows, submerging itself in the ocean.

In this installation, the camera acts as the gaze of the artist as she moves through the forest she has created in her studio, and which has grown over the years with works made for various installations. The main elements are trees made from cotton and linen that have been worked to create textures, and painted with watercolours and acrylic paint. The textures recall the bark of pine trees, banana trees and others... The transparency of the vegetable fibres that allow osmosis to occur and the sap to flow, here filter the light and allow the eye to pass through, multiplying directions and images. 

At one point the sound of sticks pounding wooden boards and Chalaparta music suddenly enter the video installation, which mixes images from “Caladis I”, “Caladís II” and “Rodasoques”. 

The video-installation is complemented by a photomontage of forests, in which nature shares its nature with the fabric trees created by the artist.

MATEO MATÉ, Nacionalismo doméstico

Nacionalismo doméstico (domestic nationalism) is a video installation that alternates sequences from war films like The Last Mohican, The Man who would be King and Braveheart with those of films with a strong gastronomical focus such as Mostly Martha, Eat Drink Man Woman and Like Water for Chocolate, in order to illustrate the three stages of a military process: the preparation of the troops, combat and outcome. The video starts with the delicate preparation of succulent dishes in spotless kitchens; the utensils are sharpened while the armies are primed for battle. The rhythm develops in crescendo, the movements in the kitchen become faster, the troops are brutally led into the blood bath. The frenetic parallels between the war images and the gastronomic orgy reaches a paroxysm, which leads to an outcome described in images of the leftovers in both camps.

“Flux” owes its name to “Fluxus” (to flow), in a homage to the artistic movement that arose in the sixties, led by the artist George Maciunas. “Fluxus” is characterised by its mix of different artistic disciplines - visual art was the main focus, but music and literature also played a role. Names that stood out at this stage include Maciunas himself, John Cage, and specially Nam June Paik, the transgressive artist who manipulated video images. He was one of the first to present a television set on stage and transform it into a piece of art in which the container and its contents are revealed as a new visual metaphor.

Escena Visual is faithful to this movement that defined itself as “anti-art”. This translates into the festival's will to carry out projects that are visual "bastards", that innovate and take risks within the performing arts and try to free themselves from a tradition that usually mutilates and shrinks imaginative means. In short, a visual scene (escena visual) with clear exponents of expression in theatre, dance, performance, VJs and multimedia installations among others.
